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UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon to visit Indonesia

14 November 2011 | Jakarta — United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon will visit Indonesia
from 17-20 November, at the end of a three-country visit that begins with Bangladesh and Thailand.

In Indonesia, the Secretary-General will visit Central Kalimantan province on Thursday 17 November.
There, he will visit a community health centre and meet with representatives of communities affected by
deforestation. The Secretary-General will speak to the media upon his departure from Palangkaraya.

The Secretary-General will conclude his trip in Bali with the fourth summit between the United Nations
and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), which takes place on Saturday, 19
November.

On the sidelines of that event, he will meet with regional leaders, including Indonesian President Susilo
Bambang Yudhoyono, whom he will formally recognize as the “Global Champion for Disaster Risk
Reduction.”
